Background Information:
California Education Code requires every public school that receives state funds to

prepare an annual School Accountability Report Card (SARC) and post it on the Internet.
The purpose of the SARC is to provide parents and community members with important
information about each public school. SARCs usually include a profile of the school,
including the school's mission, goals and accomplishments. SARCs are required to
report demographic data, information on school safety and climate for learning, academic
achievement data, school completion rates, class sizes, teacher and staff information,
descriptions of curriculum and instruction, information on student preparation for career
and college, and fiscal and expenditure data. Most data reported in SARCs is extracted
from reports available to the public on the California Department of Education website.
Most SARC data published in a given year are from the previous year. Some data are
two years old.

About Our School

Laguna is located in Sebastopol, Caffornia, which is approximately 60 miles north of San Francisco, and twelve miles west
of Santa Rosa. It is housed in an attractive faciity, which was completed in 1996. Its student population varies between
95 and 110 students. The current ethnic make-up is: African-American—2.5%; American-Indian—7.5%; Whte, not
Hispanic—81.6%); Hispanic—7.5%. Whie the student population in the District s generaly stable, Laguna High School's
families are often lower-middle income, and tend to move regularly. Last year 163 students passed through Laguna and
170 the previous year as well. The graduation requirements for Laguna match the traditional high schook’ and are among
the highest in the State; l.e. 230 creds. Our students have a number of means by which they can complete their
education: graduation from one of the three district high schools; passing the General Education Diploma, entering the
local junior college or Petaluma Adul School. Students often come to Laguna deficient in graduation credits. We offer a
number of options for making up credRs: taking courses at the Junior College; Work Experience and Workabilty;
communtty service; credit make-up at home or after school; Regional Occupation Program (ROP) courses; and
independent study. Laguna emphasizes transtioning to both higher education and the world of work. This is Implemented
through a Career Educatlon class, Workabifty for the special education students, Work Experience for Juniors and Seniors,
guest speakers, workshops; counseling by a Career Counselor, and a focus an career/life planning in the classroom. Along
with an excellent academic program, Laguna has an active student govemment, an athletic program, a community service
program, a Rerary magazine club, a yearbook, and a Leadership program. Laguna is a six-time recipient of the Califomnia
Model Continuation High School Award. The School Board is committed to providing qualty education to the Laguna
students, budgeting nearly 25% more to the school than the State of Caifomia aliocates for the school. For additional
information go to our website at lagunahs.org.

School Description and Mission Statement (School Year 2012-13)

Laguna recognizes the need for all students to achieve academic standards that create post-high schocl opportunities. The courses are aimed at addressing the
academic standards and the expected schoolwide leamning results. Students participate in @ meaning-centered curriculum that encourages them to think
conceptually, solve problems, and communicate their ideas effectively. The cumiculum emphasizes connecting new leaming to prior knowledge, constructing new
knowledge, and applying leaming in reakife contexts. Students can choose sequences in the cumiculum that lead to a basic, general education. Leaming is both
textbook-orlented and project-based. Laguna consistently chalienges students to raise their academic expectations and achieve the Expected School Wide
Leaming Resuks (ESLRs). Athough we are a smal staff, electives are avallable for students who want to explore applications of academics to realworld leaming,
gain field experences, or pursue some subjects in depth.

Al district graduation requirements are offered at Laguna. Upon registration, students and parents meet with the principal for a orientation to the school and the
counselor to individually determine the courses needed to graduate and/or achieve their future goals. Every student is given a persanal, quartery update on their
graduation/credit status with personalized notes on how to make further progress. Students’ plans and pragrams are regularly monitored and changes are made
as needed.

Students are helped with transitlons between the continuation high school and the traditional high schools, between high school and job opportunties, and
between high school and junlor college, as well as other post-high school options (i.e. miltary, trade schook, apprenticeships). A dktrict career technician is on
site one day a week. All seniors receive an orientation to Santa Rosa Junior College. We have a practical construction class teaching trade skis.

Our vision & to create an educational envionment which provides an ennchment process for students and staff, one which nurtures the ever-changing needs of
each indwidual. In this sensitive, supportive, responsive environment, self-esteem flourishes, posttive attitudes are reinforced, team-work is the norm and
communtiy involvement is vaked and appreciated.

Every parent Is given a personal call by a staff member inviting them to attend "Back-to-School Day” where a barbeque, classroom tours and nformal meetings
with staff can occur.

to assess those students whose disabilties preclude them from achieving grade-level proficiency on an assessment of the Calfomia content standards with or
without accommodations.

¢ Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA), includes ELA and mathematics in grades two through eleven, and science for grades five, eight, and ten. The
CAPA s given to those students with significant cognitive disabiitles whose disabiities prevent them from taking erher the CSTs with accommadations or
modifications or the CMA with accommodations.

On each of these assessments, student scores
are reported as performance leveks.

School Description and Mission Statement (School Year 2012-13)

El Molino High School is located in westem Sonoma County, in the small unincorporated town of Forestvile. Our 41 acre campus sits in the heart of a waorld-
renowned wine-producing region. Our geographical location incorporates the best of rural living with the urban amenities afforded by Santa Rosa, located 12 mies
from El Molino. El Molno High School serves a large geographic area extending from Sebastopol to Fort Ross, from Santa Rosa to the Pacific Ocean. Towns
encompassed by our attendance area include: Fort Ross, Cazadero, Graton, Guemevile, Occidental, Monte Rio, and Bodega, as well as parts of Sebastopol and a
small section of 5anta Rosa. Eighty-five percent of our students commute long distances to school each day. About 40% of our students use the schoo! bus
service, While long commutes and the availabilty of transportation sometimes fmit participation, many students participate in a variety of athletics and actwities.
