ITEM: REVIEW OF ANALY AND EL MOLINO MEASURE I CONSTRUCTION
PROJECTS

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

The Board has received numerous reports on the design and bidding process of Measure I
projects for the Analy Band Room and the Analy/El Molino Stadiums. In spring of 2015 the
Board awarded construction contracts for the Analy Band Room and Analy/El Molino Stadium
projects. ~Currently, all three projects are under construction. The Director of Facilities,
Maintenance & Operations has provided updates on the progress of construction for these
projects at the September 9, 2015 and November 18, 2015 Board meetings.

CURRENT CONSIDERATION:

The Board will receive an updated staff report on the current progress of construction for
Measure I projects that were awarded during the spring of 2015 for the Analy Band Room, Analy
and El Molino Stadium Projects.

The Board will also review construction change orders, consultant fee increases, and contracts to
consultants or contractors that have occurred since the November 18, 2015 Board meeting.

The Board will review the existing Board Policy, Administrative Regulation and Fee Structure
surrounding the community use of school facilities for the West Sonoma County Union High
School District. District staff as a comparison has provided a multipage matrix of facility use fee
schedules from Districts around the County.

Community Relations Board Policy 1330
USE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES

The Governing Board recognizes that district facilities are a community resource whose
primary purpose is to be used for school programs and activities. The Board authorizes
the use of school facilities by community groups for purposes provided for in the Civic

Center Act when such use does not interfere with school activities.

All school-related activities (clubs, class events, etc.) shall be given priority in the use of
facilities under the Civic Center Act. Thereafter, the use of facilities shall be on a first-
come, first served basis.

The Board shall grant the use of school facilities without charge to school-related
organizations whose activities are directly related to or for the benefit of district schools.
Other groups requesting the use of school facilities under the Civic Center Act shall be
charged at least direct costs.

Fair Rental Value

Groups shall be charged fair rental value when using school facilities or grounds for
entertainment or meetings where admission is charged or contributions solicited and net
receipts are not to be expended for charitable purposes or for the welfare of the District’s
students (Education Code 38134)

Community Relations Administrative Regulation 1330(a)
USE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES
Application for Use of Facilities

The Superintendent or designee shall maintain application procedures and regulations for
the use of school facilities which:

1. Encourage and assist groups desiring to use school facilities for approved
activities.

2. Preserve order in school buildings and on schools grounds and protect school
facilities. If necessary, a person may be designated to supervise this task.

3. Ensure that the use of facilities or grounds is not inconsistent with the use of
the school facilities or grounds for school purposes and does not interfere with
the regular conduct of schoolwork.

Any persons applying for the use of school property on behalf of any society, group or
organization shall present written authorization from the group to make the application,

Persons or organizations applying for the use of school facilities shall submit a statement
of information indicating that the organization upholds the state and federal constitutions
and does not intend to use school premises to commit unlawful acts.

Civic Center Use

Subject to district policies and regulations, school facilities and grounds shall be available
to citizen and community groups as a civic center for the following purposes (Education
Code 38131, 38132):

Public, literary, scientific, recreational, educational or public agency meetings.

The discussion of matters of general or public interest.

The conduct of religious services for temporary periods, on a one-time or

renewable basis, by any church or religious organization.

4, Childcare programs to provide supervision and activities for children of
preschool and elementary school age.

5. The administration of examination for the selection of personnel or the
instruction of precinct board members by public agencies.

6. Supervised recreational activities including but not limited to, sports league

activities that are arranged for and supervised by entities, including religious

organizations or churches, and in which youths may participate regardless of

religious belief or denomination.

A community youth center

Mass care and welfare shelters during disasters or other emergencies affecting

the public health and welfare.

9. Other purposes deemed appropriate by the Governing Board.

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Administrative Regulation 1330(b)

Restrictions
School facilities shall not be used for any of the following activities:

1. Any use by an individual or group for the commission of any crime or any act
prohibited by law.

2. Any use of school facilities or grounds which is inconsistent with the use for
school purposes or which interferes with the regular conduct of school or school
work.

3. Any use which is discriminatory in the legal sense.

4, Any use, which involves the possession, consumption or sale of alcoholic
beverages, or any restricted substances on school property. The use of tobacco
products is not allowed on school grounds or in school facilities.

5. Selected facilities may not be used due to safety or security concerns. These
facilities include offices and computer rooms that allow access to student and
school records and confidential information; science rooms, auto shops, wood and
construction areas, maintenance areas that may contain hazardous chemicals or
equipment that cannot be used safely without special knowledge or skills.

Damage and Liability

Groups or persons using school facilities shall be liable for any property damage caused
by the activity. The Board may charge the amount necessary to repair the damages and
may deny the group further use of school facilities and grounds.

Any group using school facilities shall be liable for any injuries resulting from its
negligence during such use. The group shall bear the cost of insuring against this risk
and defending itself against claims arising from this risk.

Groups other than those that promote youth and school activities shall be required to
include the District as additional insured on their liability policies.

The Superintendent or designee, in consultation with the District’s liability insurance
carrier, may require a hold harmless agreement when warranted by the type of activity or
the specific facility being used.



Administrative Regulation 1330(c)

Fees for Use of Schoal Facilities

Please note school districts are authorized under education Code 38134 to charge groups
or individuals not affiliated with the school district an amount not to exceed its direct
costs for use of its school facilities.

1.

Free Use: Within the guidelines of the Civic Center Act all school related
organizations or groups affiliated with WSCUHSD (school clubs, teacher
organizations, PTA, Booster Clubs, Educational Meetings) shall be granted
free use. The District Superintendent may impose a fee if the use of school
district facilities is deemed to be excessive. Excessive use may include
situations where significant custodial time is required for set up, breakdown,
and clean up. Significant use of utility services will result in the application
of the district’s energy surcharge.

Fair Rental Value Fee: Groups shall be charged fair rental value when using
school facilities or grounds for entertainment or meetings where admission is
charged or contributions solicited and net receipts are not to be expended for
charitable purposes or for the welfare of the district’s students. Fair rental
value included direct costs plus the amortized costs of the school facilities or
grounds used for the duration of the activity.

Energy Surcharge: Due to accelerating energy costs, the Board of Education
shall impose on all groups using school facilities an energy surcharge. The
surcharge shall be paid in advance of the use of facilities.

Surcharge fees shall be as follows:

Classroom/Library Gym/Kitchen/Computer Lab/
Theatre/Cafeteria/Field Lighting

$10.00 per hour $25.00 per hour
$15.00 for three hours $50.00 for three or more hours
$25.00 for six or more hours

Multiple use days may be negotiated with the Director of Business Services.
Utility surcharge fees are payable to the use to the District office.
