BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

Education Code Section 60119 as revised by Chapter 900, Statutes of 2004, and CCR, Title 5,
section 9531(c) requires each district to hold an annual public hearing and adopt a resolution
stating whether each pupil in the district has sufficient textbooks or instructional materials in
specified subjects consistent with the content and cycles of the curriculum frameworks adopted
by the California State Board of Education.

Our District’s Local Control Accountability Plan (LCAP) set a goal of adopting instructional
materials in a timely manner that are aligned to the Common Core State Standards that were
recently implemented in California in math, English and science.

CURRENT CONSIDERATION:

Notice of a public hearing regarding sufficiency or insufficiency of instructional materials was
duly posted and parents, teachers, members of the community and bargaining units have been
encouraged to participate in the public hearing and discussions regarding this topic. At this time,
the Board of Trustees will consider Resolution #2.SEPT.2016-17 regarding the sufficiency or
insufficiency of instructional materials.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

The administration respectfully requests the Board of Trustees approve Resolution
#2.SEPT.2016-17 on Sufficiency or Insufficiency of Instructional Materials. This resolution
confirms that there is sufficiency of standards-aligned textbooks and instructional materials in all
subject areas at our district schools specified in Education Code 60119.

E.C. 60119 requires that the Governing Board of a school district hold an annual instructional
materials public hearing to determine whether the district has sufficient standards-aligned
textbooks and instructional materials.

E.C. 60119 requires that each Governing Board:

Hold a public hearing on or before the end of the eighth week from the first day pupils
attend classes. For multitask year-round schools, the requirement refers to the end of the
eighth week from the first day that pupils attend classes in a track that begins in August
or September.

Determine at the hearing whether ". . . each pupil in each school in the district has
sufficient textbooks or instructional materials or both . . ." This is defined as each pupil,
including English Language Learners, having a "standards-aligned textbook or
instructional materials, or both, to use in class and to take home." The language does not
require two sets of textbooks or instructional materials for each pupil regardless of
whether homework is assigned. The use of "class sets" of instructional materials is
insufficient. The requirement for sufficient textbooks may not be satisfied by photocopied
sheets from a portion of a textbook or by instructional materials photocopied in response
to a shortage.

Determine whether each pupil enrolled in a foreign language or health course has
sufficient standards-aligned textbooks or instructional materials.

Determine whether laboratory science equipment is available to students in grades 9-12
enrolled in science laboratory courses.

Adopt a resolution stating whether textbooks and instructional materials are sufficient.

Disclose in the Board resolution the percentage of pupils in each school who lack
sufficient standards-aligned materials to the public and to classroom teachers, if an
insufficiency exists, and the reasons for the insufficiency.

Remedy any insufficiency identified at the hearing within two months of the beginning of
the school year. The action cannot be one that would require reimbursement by the
Commission on State Mandates. Previously, districts were allowed two years to correct
any deficiency.

Post a notice of the hearing at least ten days in advance in at least three public places
within the district. The notice must state the time, place, and purpose of the hearing. The
hearing may not be held during or immediately following school hours.

Encourage participation in the hearing by parents, teachers, members of the community,
and bargaining unit leaders.

It is important that all school districts hold their hearings early and not wait until the eighth week
of school, because if insufficiencies exist, a school district will have very little time to remedy
the insufficiencies identified at the hearing. Failure to comply with this requirement can result in
the loss of 2016-17 State Instructional Materials funding. A district's compliance with E.C.



60119 is subject to verification by the district's auditors, and an audit exception can impact a
district's receipt of funding.
